On Saturday, December 8 from 4:00 to 7:00 p.m., three of Coatesville’s most prestigious buildings will don holiday decor for a public display and touring.
Mysterious Graystone Mansion, famous for its Collegiate Gothic architecture, semi-circular drive and gabled eves will welcome excited guests. Complimentary refreshments will be available and children can create a whimsical ornament to help decorate the tree.
Painstakingly restored over a 10-year period, Terracina, the home of Rebecca Lukens’s daughter Isabella Pennock Lukens, will welcome visitors to this pristine example of Country Gothic architecture. Jolly old Saint Nick will be waiting to greet large and small guests alike. 
 The Lukens Executive Office Building is a classic example of the work environment of the early 20th century. The centerpiece of the building, a grand seven-and-a-half-foot wide staircase made of quarter-sawn oak, makes many visitors reminiscent of the lobbies of vintage ocean liners. One will easily fall back in time with the soothing melodies of The Lukens Band.
Admission is $8 for all three buildings, but a few donated canned goods will discount the admission price to $3. Food collected will be donated to the Coatesville Food Cupboard. Parking is located at the Lukens Executive Office Building.
 

The Graystone Society, which was created in 1984 to help preserve the city’s historic architecture, also assists with municipal improvement and economic development through preservation. The Graystone Society is named for the Graystone Mansion, part of The Lukens National Historic District, which is the future home of The National Iron and Steel Heritage Museum. This museum will focus on the people, places, products and processes that made The Lukens Mill an outstanding industry in its day.
